TO ALL COACHES, GAME OFFICIALS AND PARENTS 
 

CODE OF CONDUCT 
 

COACHES ARE REMINDED OF NATIONAL POP WARNER RULES S3 AND S9 THAT SAY THAT ALL 
DECISIONS OF THE GAME OFFICIALS WILL BE ACCEPTED WITHOUT ARGUMENT.  COACHES 
SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE CONDUCT AND CONTROL OF TEAM FANS AND 
SPECTATORS (INCLUDING ANY INNAPPROPIATE OR ABUSIVE COMMENTS). 
 
OUR GAME OFFICIALS SHALL HAVE FULL AUTHORITY TO ENFORCE THESE RULES. 
 
THE PREFERRED METHOD OF ENFORCEMENT SHALL BE AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 1ST INCIDENT: REFEREE SHALL GIVE WARNING TO HEAD COACH. 
 

2ND INCIDENT: REFEREE SHALL STOP PLAY ON THE FIELD AND EITHER GIVE 
FINAL WARNING, OR AT HIS DESCRETION, ORDER REMOVAL OF 
OFFENDING PERSON FROM SCHOOL GROUNDS. 

 
 REFEREE SHALL HOLD UP RESUMPTION OF PLAY UNTIL 

OFFENDER HAS LEFT SCHOOL GROUNDS. IF OFFENDER 
REFUSES TO OBEY REMOVAL ORDER, POLICE SHALL BE 
CALLED, AND THE GAME SHALL BE SUSPENDED UNTIL POLICE 
ARRIVE AND EFFECT REMOVAL. 

 
ROGUE VALLEY POP WARNER WILL NOT TOLERATE INAPPROPIATE BEHAVIOR BY 
ANY PARTICIPANT, COACH, GAME OFFICIAL, PARENT OR SPECTATOR. 
 
THERE IS TO BE ABSOLUTELY NO DISRUPTION BY A PARENT OR COACH AT A GAME 
OR PRACTICE. IF YOU HAVE AN ISSUE WITH A COACH YOU ARE TO REQUEST A 
NUETRAL MEETING PLACE AND TIME WITH THE HEAD COACH AWAY FROM KIDS 
AND SCHEDULED POP WARNER EVENT.  IF YOUR DISRUPTION CONTINUES, OR YOU 
DO NOT ABIDE BY A REQUEST TO BE REMOVED FROM A GAME OR PRACTICE 
FACILITY THE GAME OR PRACTICE WILL BE SUSPENDED UNTILL SUCH PERSON IS 
REMOVED FROM THE GROUNDS. 
 
POSITIVELY SUPPORT YOUR TEAM, COACH, OFFICIALS AND KIDS. 
LET THE COACHES AND OFFICIALS DO THEIR JOB, ALLOW THE KIDS TO HAVE FUN, 
AND HAVE A GREAT SEASON.
